· Innovative Product/Service Award - to be awarded for demonstrated innovation in increasing the variety of communication services that are affordable/available/accessible on the Ugandan market.

· Product Developer Award - to be awarded to a Ugandan developer that has developed a product locally, which has been deployed on the market.

· Content Services Award   - to be awarded for demonstration of innovation in the provision, development or aggregation of content services relevant for various sectors of Ugandan markets/communities.
· Consumer Empowerment Award - to be awarded for initiatives on consumer education and provision of information to consumers to enable them make informed choices about the use of communications products and services.

· Rural Communications Award - to be awarded for initiatives on the development of access and usage of communications services in rural areas.

· Green ICT (Environmentally friendly) Award - to be awarded for initiatives towards reducing the impact of communications operations, equipment and infrastructure on the environment in the ICT area.
· Student Research Project of the Year - to be awarded for outstanding research work in communications area. 
Please note that individuals, groups, companies and institutions are eligible to submit entries for the above awards. The entries will be independently assessed by a panel of judges from a diverse industry spectrum of the Ugandan society. The winners will receive their awards at a ceremony scheduled for September 30, 2010 in Kampala.
